1. Purpose and Origin of Report 

Purpose of Report 

1.1 The purpose of this report is for the Parking Restrictions Subcommittee to approve a P 5 loading zone 
on Armagh Street near the Crowne Plaza Hotel. (Attachment A) 

Origin of Report 

1.2 This report is staff generated following a request from the Crowne Plaza owners for Council to 
provide a loading and drop off facility for guests and tour coaches to facilitate the operation of the 
hotel. 

2. Significance

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4.3.1 The advantages of this option include: 

¶ Installing a  loading zone will facilitate the operation of the Crowne Plaza Hotel  

¶ Installing a loading zone will improve road safety as it will provide dedicated location 
for tour coaches and guests to drop off so coach drivers will not have to park on no 
stopping restrictions or double-park. 

4.3.2 The disadvantages of this option include: 

¶ Installing the loading zone will necessitate the removal of 2 metred parking spaces 
temporarily until the Victoria Square project is completed. 

 

5. Context/Background 

Armagh Street Proposed Loading Zone 

5.1 The property owner and developer of the Crowne Plaza Hotel has requested that a Loading zone be 
installed in the vicinity of the hotel to facilitate its operation. There are currently two major rebuilds 
in the immediate vicinity of the Crowne Plaza Hotel. 

5.2 The Convention Centre to the west of the hotel has site access requirements for large vehicles from 
Colombo Street so the allocation of kerb space along the Colombo frontage of the Hotel following 
the convention centre development is likely to be insufficient for the needs of tour coaches. 

5.3 The reconstruction of Victoria Square by Otakaro Limited will realign the kerbs of the Colombo 
/Armagh intersection, this intersection work has not commenced. The current kerb alignment of the 
Colombo/ Armagh intersection will change.  

6. Option 1 - Armagh Street Proposed Loading Zone (preferred) 

Option Description 

6.1 Because of the intersection reconstruction mentioned in 5.3 above not being completed and that its 
construction will create disruption to the operation of the Hotel it is proposed to install the loading 
zone in front of the property next door to the hotel at 128 Armagh Street out of the way of the 
reconstruction until the Otakaro intersection works are completed.(Attachment B) 

6.2 On completion the Otakaro intersection works the loading zone will be relocated to the immediate

return back to metred parking as before. This is possible as the new design will remove the current 
dedicated left turn lane on the Armagh Street west bound approach to Colombo Street.  

6.3 The Councils Parking Strategy 2003 for retail and commercial areas places the provision of Loading 
Zones above the need for short stay private vehicle parking for business needs therefore this 
proposal is consistent with council plans and policies to support a vibrant central city. The removal of 
the two metred spaces is temporary only until the completion of the Victoria Square project. 

6.4 Both the temporary and eventually the permanent P5 loading zone will provide space for drop off 
and pick up of guests by shuttles taxis and tour coaches. It will also provide space for service vehicles 
to the hotel and other businesses although at present there are very few other business in this area 
of the city.  

Significance 

6.5 The level of significance of this option is low and is consistent with section 2 of this report. 

6.6 Engagement requirements for this level of significance are consultation with adjacent property 
owners. 
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Impact on Mana Whenua 

6.7 This option does not involve a significant decision in relation to ancestral land or a body of water or

6.9 The Owners of the property at No 128 Armagh Street were sent a letter on the 17 July 2017 
explaining the proposal as outlined above and seeking their feedback. 

6.10 The management of the Crowne Plaza Hotel were personally visited with a plan of the proposed 
Loading Zone and an explanation of the proposal on the 17 July 2017. The owner and management of 
the Hotel have emailed staff stating their support for the proposal.
