3.1 The Urban Forest Plan was adopted in 2023 and includes objective to increase canopy cover
within our parks from 23% to 40% by 2070, establish a network of native forest patches to
support viable populations of native wildlife across the city, and provide accessible areas of
urban wilderness/nature. To meet this objective, Council has implemented an Urban Forest
Tree Planting program which requires trees to be planted by 2040 so they grow large enough to
meet the canopy cover target by 2070.

Plantings now cover approximately 3.7 hectares (60%) of the reserve, and unplanted areas are
currently maintained as mown grass and are used informally for passive recreation.

An ecological restoration plan (Attachment B) has been prepared for Yaldhurst Bush, and this
has informed the planting plan (Attachment A) that has been developed for the site as part of
the Urban Forest Tree Planting program. Together with the draft Native Forest Patch Network

Planting plans were developed for all of the parks and reserves as part of the Urban Forest
Tree Planting Program with an emphasis on increasing canopy cover both within the reserve
and within the wider area.

Six of the parks are located within the Harewood ward (Darroch, Englefield, Glenturret and
Greyshott, Lassiter and Waterford), one is in the Fendalton ward (Derwent) and two are in the
Waimairi Ward (Parkham and Derwent).

If the plans are approved they will result in a total of 385 new specimen trees within the
Community Board area.

Two of the areas that have been consulted on are also being considered for further storm
water management. Staff will work closel
the planting in Darroch reserve and Glenturret and Grayshott parks.

In general the feedback for the planting has been positive with most in favour of the planting.

The purpose of this report is to seek approval to remove four healthy and structurally sound
trees along Redbrook 1 Drainage Reserve (Map 3) to enable construction work on the Styx
Drain Naturalisation, which is a sub-project under the SW Highsted Wetland, Highams Basin
and Paharakekenui - Styx Stream to proceed.

As the project spans three distinct land types —Council Parks, Council Property, and Crown-
owned land—the authority to approve tree removals within each area has been delegated to
the respective governing body.

In total, the project will require the removal of 42 trees, most of which (32) are located on
Crown land. For full details on all the removals including those that are to be approved by
other delegated authorities, see the appended tree survey.

3.1.1 The survey identified 42 trees requiring removal due to factors such as poor health,
structural integrity concerns, previous failures, weed species, covered in ivy or for
project related reasons such as proximity to the proposed design, drain realignment
and the construction plan.

3.2 The project is designed to manage runoff from 300 hectares of new and existing residential
development, and requires extensive earthworks and reconfiguration of the landscape,
including removal of the existing timber-lined drain, and installation of floodwater storage,
flush basins and wetlands.

3.2.1 The removal of 42 trees will allow the project to proceed, after which an extensive
restoration plan will be implemented, including the planting of over 108 specimen
grade (>25L) trees, 240 revegetation grade trees, and substantial underplanting.

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4, Background/Context Te Horopaki

4.1 The Styx Drain naturalisation is a sub-project under the SW Highsted Wetland, Highams Basin
and Puharakekenui, which will mitigate impacts from 150 hectares of new residential
development and retrofit treatment associated with 150 hectares of existing residential area.

4.1.1 The scheme for this area was approved with the adoption of the Styx Stormwater
Management Plan - Blueprint for Surface Water Management on 31 August 2012.

4.1.2 The project aims to enhance stormwater retention and treatment within the
catchment, incorporating floodwater storage, flush basins, and wetlands.

4.2 Running through all sites, 138R (Map 1), Crown owned reserve (Map 2), and 143R Styx Mill
Road (Map 3), is an existing timber-lined drain that will be removed and replaced with channel
banks and enhanced landscape and ecological features that support riparian planting, drain
realignment, and channel variation (width anc

4.2.1 Construction work will involve extensive earthworks including the removal of former
plantings in fair and poor condition due to age, species characteristics, and absence of
proactive tree management over time, as well as trees in fair condition due to their
proximity to the drain, and for project related reasons.

ecutive Summary Te Whakarapopoto

The Kotare Street / Puriri Street intersection is located near key educational institutions and
local community facilities. As a result, pedestrian activity in the area is relatively high.

While a pedestrian refuge island is provided on Kotare Street, there is currently no kerb
cutdown on the eastern side of Puriri Street to support safe and accessible crossing
movements across Puriri Street.

The proposal involves removing the existing western kerb cutdown and constructing a new
pedestrian path with kerb cutdowns and tactile paving on both sides of Puriri Street,
connecting to the existing footpath network.

The proposed works will better align with pedestrian desire lines, improve accessibility for
mobility-impaired users, and provide a safer and more convenient crossing facility for all
pedestrians.
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4, Background/Context Te Horopaki

4.1 Improving safety and accessibility on local roads across Christchurch is a priority for the
Council. Providing safe and inclusive infrastructure is essential to ensure people can travel

safely, regardless of how they are travelling.

4,2 Kotare Street and Puriri Street are located within the Fendalton suburb of Christchurch. Under

the Christchurch City Council’”s Dist
while Puriri Street is classified as a Local Road.

4.3 The Kotare Street / Puriri Street intersection is located in close proximity to several key

rict

trip

generators, including the University of Canterbury, Medbury School, Fendalton Park and a
childcare centre. These land uses generate consistent pedestrian movements throughout the
day, including school-aged children, students, families, and mobility-impaired users. As a

result, pedestrian activity in the vicinity of the intersection is generally high.

4.4  Apedestrian refuge island is currently present on Kotare Street near its intersection with Puriri

Street, to assist pedestrians crossing Kotare Street. However, there is currently no kerb

cutdown on the eastern side of Puriri Street to support safe, convenient, and accessible
crossing movements across Puriri Street. This limits the overall effectiveness of the existing

crossing infrastructure.

4,5 Akerb cutdown is present on the western side of Puriri Street; however, it is positioned

around

10m south of the intersection. Installing a new cutdown opposite this point would not be

appropriate, as it does not align with observed pedestrian desire lines. In addition, the
presence of a power pole / streetlight pole at this location significantly constrains the

available space, preventing the installation of a compliant and accessible kerb cutdown.

3.1 The bridge renewal works on Poynder Avenue and Garden Road were practically completed in
October 2024. A final on-site inspection of the completed works after 12 months of defects
liability period was undertaken on 30 October 2025.

3.2 Following the inspection, the Traffic Operations team identified that no-stopping restrictions
had been installed on site without formal resolution or approval and advised that a report
seeking retrospective approval of these restrictions would need to be presented to the
Community Board for consideration and approval.

3.3 Therecommended option is to approve the kerb alignments, footpaths and no stopping
restrictions on Poynder Avenue and Garden Road bridges in accordance with Attachment A
and Attachment B.

During the final site inspection undertaken on 30" October 2025, it was identified that the new
footpaths, no-stopping restrictions and changes to the kerb alignments along the bridges that
had been implemented had not been formally approved by the Community Board.

4.2.1 Prior to the renewal works, the Poynder Avenue bridge did not have footpaths on either
side, while the Garden Road bridge had a footpath only on one side.

4.2.2 As part of the renewal works, footpaths were installed on both sides of the Poynder
Avenue bridge and on one side of the Garden Road bridge to meet minimum levels of
service.

The provision of footpaths improves pedestrian and cyclist safety, enhances accessibility and
connectivity.

Previously, neither bridge had kerbside parking restrictions, despite limited visibility, narrow
traffic lanes, and the absence of road shoulders. These conditions create safety risks and
increase the potential for parked vehicles to obstruct traffic movements.

4.4.1 No stopping restrictions were installed to mitigate these risks and improve safety.

This report seeks to formally resolve and obtain approval for the kerb alignments, footpaths,
and no-stopping restrictions implemented as part of the bridge renewal works.

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4, Background/Context Te Horopaki

4.1  The Styx Mill Drain was one of the old style boxed drains common throughout Christchurch
and although Council has statutory rights to maintain drains of this nature these rights do not
confer ownership. Given the Cadnitwaslogicdlfer de s i
Council to take ownership of it to enable development.

4.2 Inthefirst quarter of 2023 Council compulsorily acquired the land identified as Section 1 SO
570152 that contained the boxed Styx drain and was held in the historic Deeds Register with
its owner being long deceased.

4.3 Thisdrain extended through the (now) formed Redbrook Road to the north and adjoins
Council utility reserve to the south. Section 1 is to vest as road, Section 6 will vest as Local
Purpose (Utility) Reserve and it is planned to transfer sections 2-5 to their respective adjoining
owners to the west.
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4.4  This strip of land falls within the Upper Styx Outline Development Plan (attached), which
includes land for residential sections, roads and utility reserves. Specifically this portion of the

boxed drain is intended for road, residential development and reserve.

By taking ownership, the Council was able to divert and naturalise the Styx Drain and
investigate whether to fully fill the old drain or if it was required provide subsoil drainage in
the form of a piped easement, the later was the case.

This subsoil drainage work was to be completed by either the developer or the Council
dependent on timing, as it transpired the developer completed the drainage works at its cost
which allowed its development to proceed in a timely manner.

The subsoil drain is now operative and will be protected by way of easement, however, this
strip of land remains problematic for the Council for the following reasons;

e Duetoits elongated and restricted width, it provides little meaningful public access. There
are alternative points of access to the Council reserves from Redbrook Road.

e Itistoo narrow for contactors mowers to safely manoeuvre.
e Council could be liable for 50% share of fencing costs for up to 140 linear metres of fencing.

To mitigate these issues and with development having been completed on the strips eastern
boundary it is proposed to transfer the strip of land to each of the (now) four adjoining owners
on the western side for a nominal consideration, however staff have no delegation to dispose
of property, a decision by the full Councilis required.

A nominal consideration is justified given the issues outlined in paragraph 4.7, these issues
justify a significant discount on any perceived value. In addition, we cannot force the adjoining
owners to purchase the land, the nominal consideration has been an incentive for them to
accept the Council proposal that has little or no added benefit for them.

It was a very successful meeting with speakers and attendees from Regional and
Local Civil Defence Emergency Management, Environment Canterbury and Fire and
Emergency New Zealand. It was a chance to get an overview of how things work and
who is responsible for and will do, what, in the event of flooding and fires in the area.

The main takeaway, as always, is to make sure you have your own household
evacuation plans and preparations in place for any eventuality. You have to do
what’s right for your safety in any emerg

Civil Defence and FENZ both have resources to help with this planning and FENZ will
come out and work through things with you. When an event triggers a civil defence
response, there will be notices on websites. Mobile alerts will be sent out when there
are emergency events to those phones in the area of the event (as dictated by cell
phone tower connections).

The next steps from here will be looking at a community evacuation/emergency
response plan. BARA will be co-ordinating this and involving the appropriate people
in the development of this as it progresses. The team from the Belfast Community
Network were also on hand to offer their support in terms of developing the plan
based on their experiences and how they could help. They have delivered the Belfast
Area Response Plan (BERP) to Coutts Island residents as part of this.

314 Burnside & Bryndwr Community Engagement - Key Findings and Next Steps

Between June and September 2025, the Burnside Bryndwr Community Network
(BBCN) undertook a community engagement process to better understand how
residents connect, participate, and access information and activities across Burnside
and Bryndwr.

Feedback was gathered from over 1,400 residents, including families, long-term
residents, newcomers, and Mandarin-speaking households. This included hearing
directly from just under 600 young people through school-based surveys and
engagement. Survey material was delivered to approximately 5,500 households,
supported by schools, libraries, and community partners.
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Key findings

Overall, the engagement confirms strong community foundations, alongside clear
opportunities to strengthen inclusion and participation.

Key themes included:

e Strong neighbourhood friendliness and connection, particularly where informal
neighbour networks exist.

e Highvalueis placed on parks, libraries, schools, sports, and cultural activities.

e Uneven awareness of local activities and services, especially among newcomers,
younger adults, and Mandarin-speaking residents.

e Common barriers to participation include time, cost, transport, safety concerns,
language, and access to information.

e Young people seek safe, flexible, and creative spaces, and more influence over
activities and spaces.

e Families valuing affordable, practical supports and family-friendly events,
particularly outside school hours.

e Mandarin-speaking residents prefer bilingual or Mandarin-first communication
and clearer pathways into community life.

Local differences

While many themes were shared across Burnside and Bryndwr, some local
differences were noted. Bryndwr respondents reported stronger informal neighbour
connections and greater cultural diversity, while Burnside respondents included
more long-term residents and highlighted communication gaps despite strong local
facilities. These differences reinforce the value of flexible, place-based approaches
rather than a one-size-fits-all response.
