Session 

The purpose of this information session is to update Waitai Coastal-Burwood-Linwood 

Community Board about the Linwood Park Draft Concept Plan prior to undertaking 

public consultation. Staff also welcome elected member feedback on the plan. 

This information session is staff generated. 

This information session is not confidential and can be made public. 

Background 

Staff have requested this information session as several changing elements and park 

occupation requests have been received that will affect Linwood Park in the future: 

- Two park occupation applications have been received from Linwood Rugby 

League Club for a new pavilion and additional sports lighting. 

- A new lease will be required for the above occupation of the park. 

- There is capital funding for a skate park renewal. 

- There is capital funding for play renewal. 

- An Urban Forest tree planting plan is to be incorporated at Linwood Park. 

- Lions Celebration Church Athletics Club is in the process of establishing on 

site. 

Staff consider it appropriate timing to review the whole park layout and consider best 

community outcomes with a park wide concept plan instead of a piecemeal approach.  

This information session will introduce the new draft concept plan for the park. 

Linwood Park Draft Concept Plan, CPTED statement, and the staff presentation are 

attached for viewing. 

Key Elements 

The new concept plan aims to accommodate all of the items listed below. In doing so it 
considers CPTED principles in the planning of a new play space position, new skate park 

position on the park, movement through the site, connecting pathways, fitness station 

addition, and general park lighting. 

The key elements covered during the information session include: 

• Skate park renewal. 

• Play space renewal. 

• Urban Forest Tree planting. 
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• Athletics moving to Linwood Park. 

• Enhancements for the Linwood Park section of Linwood Canal. 

• Linwood Rugby League Club sports pavilion application. 

• Linwood Rugby League Club additional sports field lighting application. 

• A new lease for Linwood Rugby League Club to accommodate the above occupations 

on the park. 

Next Steps 

• Engage with key stakeholders – all clubs/organisations that use the park, swimming 

pool complex, and the adjacent school (April/May 2026). 

• Public engagement of the concept plan which includes urban forest tree planting 

(April/May 2026). 

• Any suitable improvements made to plan (June/July 2026). 

• Report back to Community Board for approval of the: concept plan, proposed new 

pavilion, proposed sports lighting, and proposed urban tree forest planting 

(Aug/Sept 2026). 

• On completion of the above staff will engage a skate park designer to begin looking 
at design details and skate park layout. Further engagement with Otautahi Skate will 

be undertaken during this phase. 

• Urban Forest tree planting will begin during the August planting season 2026 and 

potentially carry over to August planting season 2027. 

• Linwood Rugby League Club continue with their new pavilion and lighting plans. 

• Lease documentation to be prepared for Linwood Rugby League Club.

Session 

Environment Canterbury is planning a public transport network review, aligned with the 

PT Futures programme. They seek community input to inform the design and 

prioritisation of a ten-year service improvement plan (2027-2037), which will support 
bids to central government for funding through the National Land Transport 

Programme.  In addition to other feedback, public consultation will seek input on a 
proposal to improve the reliability of Route 44 services and 

potentially discontinue Route 135.    

 

Background 

Delivering Public Transport Futures remains the cornerstone of Greater Christchurch’s 

transport and land use framework.  

A strategic review found investment in public transport is needed now more than ever. 
Due to funding constraints, network improvements have not kept pace with land use 

changes. Some areas have experienced significant growth, and some routes are 
experiencing peak over demand. There is also a need to meet Government expectations 

for improving private revenue contributions, optimising public transport services, and 

reviewing high subsidy routes.   

 

Key Issues 

There are no immediate changes to Route 44 Shirley/Westmorland or Route 135 New 
Brighton/The Palms. Environment Canterbury is investigating the options for 

optimising Route 44 which may include changes to routes, frequency and timing, 

and repurposing existing fleet.  

Next Steps • Public consultation will take place May/June 2026.

Purpose / 
Origin of the 

Workshop 

To provide the Community Board and the public with an overview of the current state of 

the South New Brighton Community Hall, including its condition, usage, and role within 

the wider network of community facilities, and to discuss potential future options 

ahead of a formal decision report. 

Background 

• The South New Brighton Community Hall is a temporary building installed following 

the 2011 earthquake. The building’s permit expired in 2016, and it is no longer 

legally compliant. 

• The facility is in declining condition, with known issues including maintenance, 
wear and tear, and user experience concerns. Preliminary estimates indicate that 

significant investment would be required to repair and regularise the building. 

• The hall currently supports approximately 270 bookings per year, primarily by small 
community groups. While booking numbers are relatively stable, overall usage 

hours and revenue have declined over time. 

• Several other community venues within the wider South Brighton and New Brighton 

area provide a range of spaces for hire. These vary in size, cost, availability, and 

accessibility. 

• Given the condition of the building and wider network considerations, Council is 

reviewing the long-term future of the facility. 

Key Issues 

• The building is not currently legally compliant and would require investment to 

remain in use. 

• The condition of the facility is declining and impacts user experience. 

• The facility provides a local, low-cost space that is valued by some community 

groups. 

• Alternative venues exist in the surrounding area, but may differ in accessibility, cost, 

and suitability for certain users. 

• Any future changes to the facility may impact current users and the local 

community. 

• As the building was always temporary: 

o There is no budget set aside to support ongoing repair. 

o The building is provided in excess of agreed levels of service in the Long-Term 

Plan. 
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 Next Steps 

• Consider feedback from the Community Board and the public following this 

workshop. 

• Prepare a formal report outlining options and recommendations for a decision at a 

future meeting.

This briefing has been initiated to: 

• Provide the Community Board with an update on early engagement outcomes 

for the Eastern Outer Orbital – refer Attachment B. 

• Present investigation findings for Marine Parade between Bridge Street and 

Ebbtide Street – refer Attachment A. 

Background 

The Ōtautahi Christchurch Future Transport Strategy and the Christchurch Network 

Management Plan identify a need to develop a series of Local Cycle Networks (LCNs) to 
improve connections between residential areas, community destinations, and the city’s 

Major Cycle Routes (MCRs). 

Within North New Brighton, New Brighton, and South New Brighton, this Local Cycle 

Network is identified as the Eastern Outer Orbital (EOO). 

Project Objectives: 

• To develop a Local Cycleway route across the eastern section of the Outer Orbital. 

• To connect residential suburbs with key shopping areas and major education 

facilities, supporting: 

o inter-suburban and city-wide travel 

o local, intra-suburb cycling 

o existing recreational cycling use 

• To address gaps in local-level cycling infrastructure, progressing along a 

preferred route identified through multi-criteria analysis. 

• To link into the existing cycle network at: 

o Bridge Street / Estuary Road roundabout, and 

o Rookwood Avenue / Bower Avenue roundabout 

• To provide improved cycling conditions for students, particularly those travelling 

to and from the Orua Paeroa campus at QEII Park, which includes Avonside Girls’ 

High School and Shirley Boys’ High School. 
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Key Issues 

• Potential community concern regarding parking removal. 

• Risk of over-expectation for a fully separated cycleway along Marine Parade. 

• Achieving overall community buy-in for what the project can realistically deliver. 

• Potential misalignment between community expectations and the project’s scope 

and budget. 

Next Steps 

• Review options which could include:   

o Refocus within existing scope given the strongest community support is 

the Rawhiti Domain connections.  This is not within this project scope. 

o Alternatively, amend the route by revisiting the preferred route 

identified through engagement, e.g. quieter streets, off-road routes, or; 

o Pause and re-scope – reset to better align with community priorities.  

This would be an opportunity to seek future funding for higher-value 

outcomes.

Session 

The purpose of this information session is to update the Waitai Coastal-Burwood-

Linwood Community Board on the proposed artificial turf sports field development 

within the Queen Elizabeth II Park sports complex, on the land as shown in the attached 

drawings. 

The report is staff generated in response to a) Council Resolved CNCL/2024/00053 
(Sports Field Network Plan); and b) Council Resolved CLP/2024/00090 (Sports Field 

Network Plan). 

 

Background 

On 30/05/2024, Council adopted the Sports Field Network Plan, which includes a goal to 

install a network of six artificial turf sports field hubs around the city.  

A concept landscape design has been prepared for a proposed artificial turf sports field 

hub at QEII Park, 193 Travis Road, North New Brighton, Christchurch 8083.  

The landscape design shows the general layout of two proposed full size, floodlit, multi-

use artificial turf sports fields, associated carparking and changing facilities.  

This concept landscape design is a modification to the 2019 Queen Elizabeth II Park 

Master Plan approved by the Christchurch City Council on 9 May 2019 and which 

showed only one proposed multi-sports [artificial turf] field. 

Proposed planting areas and species selection, stormwater management features, as 

well as access routes are shown in the attached concept landscape design. 

Previous consultation was carried out with the Draft QEII Park Master Plan in 2018 which 

included a single multi-sports field. Given the inclusion of a second field has little 
impact on the Park as a whole and the fact there is no unmet statutory requirement, 

further public consultation is not required. 

However, targeted engagement will be carried out with the relevant stakeholders at the 

Park to provide them with: 

o Awareness of the concept plan and project timing. 

o Awareness of the ability to make a deputation to Community Board. 

o The ability to provide feedback to inform detailed design. 

 

Key Issues 
• The proposed location of two full size, floodlit, multi-use artificial turf sports fields 

and associated car parking and changing facilities will require Community Board 

approval. 
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• The delivery and user model for the artificial turfs still must be determined and 

agreed. 

Next Steps 

• Complete targeted engagement with the relevant stakeholders at the Park: 

o Permanent users of QEII Park, in particular users and operators of the event 

space. 

o Sports clubs and regional sports organisations. 

o Nearby schools. 

o Nearby leaseholder. 

• Determine the most appropriate location for the pavilion (changing rooms). 

• Carry out preliminary earthworks modelling and stormwater management planning, 
as well as traffic, noise and light spill assessments to support an application for 

resource consent (land use) on the land at QEII Park, 193 Travis Road, North New 

Brighton, Christchurch 8083. 

• Reach out to the CCC Treaty Partnerships Team to confirm whether Whitiora is likely 

to have any interest, given this site is so close to an area of cultural significance.

Origin of the 

Workshop 

To share the consultation feedback on the Community Board Plan and to hear the views 
of the Community Board prior to the adoption of the final Community Board Plan at the 

meeting on 11 May 2026. 

Background 

The new Community Board Plan consultation started on 27 February and ran until 15 

March 2026. 

Submissions were made by 10 businesses or organisations and 50 individuals. All 

submissions are available on our Kōrero mai webpage. 

Generally, the vision statement and draft priorities were well supported by submitters.  

Draft vision statement: 

67.6% (25) of submitters who responded (37) rated the vision statement 4 or 5 stars out 

of 5 for support. 

Most submitters didn’t give feedback on the draft vision statement, however, the 

feedback received was split.  

• Some noted that the vision statement resonated with them and felt that 

‘connection’ should be central to the vision for Waitai.  

• Around the same amount felt that it was vague, lacked vision, or wasn’t grounded 

in the real issues for Waitai.  

Draft board priorities: 

69.2% (27) of submitters who responded (39) rated the draft priorities 4 or 5 stars out of 

5 for support. 

In the written feedback, all priorities received majority support. Commentary on 

feedback received is in the attached table below, roughly organised by the most 

supported to most contentious priority. 

Key Issues • N/A 

Next Steps 

• The Board will consider and discuss the feedback at this workshop and provide 
direction to staff on the priorities they wish to include in the final Community Board 

Plan. 

• Noting that the Board consulted on ten priorities, one will need to be removed as there 

can only be a maximum of nine priorities per board plan. 

• The Plan will be adopted at the Community Board meeting on 11 May 2026.
