1. Detail Te Whakamahuki

Community Board of property ownership and rights of the community and adjoining

| property owners in relation to the land known as Part Rural Section 309 (Pt RS 309).
Purpose
Origin of the This session is in response to the Board’s decision at its meeting on 14 November 2024,

Information to lay the report on the table until after a workshop has been held with the Board (see
Session link below to agenda and staff report). This is that workshop.

The land known as Pt RS 309 is a strip of land located at Moncks Bay between private
residences and the estuary. There are also other portions of land also known as Pt RS
309 that are not considered as part of this briefing.

1. Ownership

Part RS 309 is not part of the modern LINZ Land Transfer system; it remains comprised
in Part Deeds Index 3 C/S 894. This makes the land problematic to deal with, as it has
not been brought under the Land Transfer Act.

The land is presumed to reside in the historical estate of John Studholme and George
Bowron, to whom it was conveyed in 1877. Because these individuals are deceased,
obtaining legal agreement or consent from survivors in the estate is considered a
complexissue.

Approximately half of the parcel is now submerged in the sea due to erosion. Adjacent
to this parcel, on the seaward side (submerged under water) is a stopped road.

Background In 1933, there was a proposal by the Council to take this land under the Public Works Act
for aroad - as shown on SO 6744 see Attachment A. Due to opposition of the residents,
this acquisition was not completed.

2. Rights of Adjacent Property Owners

The adjoining property owners have no legal right of access over Part RS 309. In 1895,
the original block was subdivided into building sections (D.P. 1178) as shown in
Attachment B. While the back boundaries of those properties off Main Road backing on
to the estuary were pegged in a straight line, the survey plan showed the water of the
Estuary right against those boundaries and we presume that this is the high-water mark.

To prevent further erosion, title holders erected a seawall approximately on their title
boundaries. Some owners also constructed small slipways on the outside of this wall for
handling boats. Images from 1925 show a sandy beach here.

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Despite the lack of title, many owners have constructed private improvements,
including gardens, sea walls, and jetties and maintained portions of the land for at least
90 years.

Because these owners have developed and managed the land "adversely occupied", any
future legal consideration regarding "adverse possession" would likely be heavily biased
in their favour.

3. Rights of the Public

The public has no legal right of access over Part RS 309. Furthermore, given that much of
the land has been eroded or is submerged within the Estuary, there is no continuous strip
of land available for public traversal.

Failed Acquisition for Public Use: In 1933, the Sumner Borough Council attempted to take
the land under the Public Works Act to build a road and promenade, but the move was
defeated by strong opposition from residents.

Private developments (such as fences or structures) often physically occupy the land.

The public are entitled to move freely within the stopped road Section 1 SO 18207 as
shown on Attachment C. The practical difficulty, however, remains one of access —
there is no continuous or accessible strip of land connecting to both ends of that area
and it is almost entirely under water. Before being stopped, this was a Crown Grant
Road - often referred to as the Kings or Queens chain.

4. Rights of the Council

The Council has no legal rights over the strip of Part RS 309 between the private
properties and the estuary. There are no foreseeable grounds upon which rights could
readily be established over this strip of Part RS 309, However there is a small portion of
Part RS 309 behind the historic tram shelter which Council maintains.

The Council does not become involved in disputes relating to private property ownership
or rights between private parties. Such matters are civil issues that fall outside the
Council’s statutory functions and are appropriately resolved through the courts.

5. Conclusion

In summary, Part RS 309 presents a highly complex and constrained parcel from both a
legal and practical perspective. The land remains outside the modern land transfer
system, with ownership tied to a historic estate, making any attempt to formalise title or
obtain consent inherently difficult. This is compounded by significant physical changes,
including coastal erosion.

Long-standing occupation and improvement of the land by adjoining owners further
complicates the position, with any future consideration of rights likely to favour those
parties through adverse possession. At the same time, the public has no effective legal or
physical access to the area, and previous attempts to secure the land for public purposes
have been unsuccessful.

The Council holds no proprietary interest in the main strip of Part RS 309 (beyond a small,
maintained portion near the historic tram shelter) and has no statutory role in resolving
private ownership disputes, which remain civil matters for the courts if pursued.

6. Nextsteps

Item No.: 2
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Council’s Parks unit is in the process of developing a sign to make clear that there is no
exit to Beachville Road. The sign is proposed to be located as shown on Attachment D.
Staff have delegation to install a signage. A draft design is set out at Attachment E. Staff
expect the sign to be installed within the coming months.

On property ownership, staff's advice from November 2024 remains that the Board
should recommend to Council to maintain the status quo i.e. take no further action
regarding this property.

Purpose / Community Board on design ideas and scope options, following the pre-design
Origin of the community engagement.
Workshop

The pre-design community engagement themes highlighted safety and speed concerns
that require guidance from the Board as to the best direction for the design.

The Stourbridge Street Renewal project encompasses the whole length between
Lyttelton Street and Barrington Street. This initiative aims to improve road safety and
asset conditions, address speed concerns and upgrade existing infrastructure.

Pre-design engagement was completed in May 2025 and themes from this engagement
will be considered to influence the scheme design.

Background Two themes raised in the pre-design engagement have highlighted issues that are out of

scope or require Board guidance:

1. U-turns at the Stourbridge Street and Barrington Street intersection. The project
team seeks the Board’s direction on whether project scope should be extended
to include options to address this behaviour.

2. Traffic Calming Measures.

e Provide guidance on addressing the U-turning issue at the Barrington Street

Purpose /
Origin of the
Workshop

To provide Community Board members with a summary of the Waihoro Strengthening
Communities Fund process, timeline and high-level statistics before the major funding
round opens for applications in May.

To workshop with Elected members key approaches to this year’s assessment of
applications including (but not limited to): priority areas, criteria, distribution of funds
across the board area and reserving a portion of the fund for use on Board Projects,
Youth Development grants, and the Discretionary Response Fund throughout the new
financial year.

Background

Each year, through Council’s Long Term/Annual Plan, each Community Board is
allocated a portion of a budget, based on an equation that considers both the
population and deprivation stats of each Board, in the context of the City as a whole.

In 2025/26, Waihoro received $580,240, which was distributed through the
Strengthening Communities Fund to 47 organisations; supported an annual
Discretionary Response Fund; and 7 distinct Board projects.

The Board’s budget for 2026/27 will be confirmed by Council when it ratifies its Annual
Plan in Mid-June 2026.

Applications for Strengthening Community Fund in 2025/26

Groups who applied for Strengthening Communities funding from the Board for the
2025/26 financial year are included as Attachment A.

Applications for Youth Development Fund in 2025/26

Applications to the Board’s Youth Development Fund this financial year are included as
Attachment B.

Key Issues

e Other major funders in the city have reduced their total grant awards, or reprioritised
funding away from many community groups in the Waihoro area, leading to a
greater pressure on remaining funding pools (including Council).

e Emerging national and global pressures are causing strain on many organisations,
who want to continue to deliver services at their current level, but have limited
resources (both financial and otherwise) to continue to do so.

e Staff are eager to workshop with the Board what they would like to see prioritised for
the year ahead, which will inform and support appropriate assessment of
applications and recommended distribution of resources.

Next Steps

e Applications for the Strengthening Communities Fund will be made by community
organisations throughout the month of May.

Item No.: 4
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e Staff will then assess each application on its own merits, and peer review the

recommendations with peers both across the board and the city.

e Recommendations will be brought to the Community Board for decision in early

August, with successful applicants notified thereafter.
