3.1.2 There is still plenty of available airspace and customer demand, so Council is
applying for new consents to operate for an additional five years.

3.1.3 This has resulted in the planned site remediation being pushed back five years.
3.14 Operations and soil acceptance criteria will remain the same as present.

3.2 Bexley Closed Landfill
3.2.1 The landfill operated from 1956 to 1984.

3.2.2 Some areas of the nearly 100-hectare site are used for recreational purposes, while
other areas are used for livestock grazing.

3.2.3 The landfill is bisected by the Estuary Drain which conveys stormwater from the
adjacent residential area to the west directly through the middle of the landfill until
it merges with Knights Drain before discharging into the estuary.

3.24 Leachate seeps have been observed along parts of the ~950m long drain.

3.25 At high tide, estuarine waters back up the drain potentially recharging the
groundwater and exacerbating leaching during periods of low tide.

3.2.6 The effects of the leachate sources are evident in both the drain and the estuary,
notably through the production of a brown-orange iron precipitate and elevated
nitrogen compounds.
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3.2.7 I n 2025 PDP consultants undertook the “1d
remediation options” study and the “Estua
programme”. Currently PDP is working on a
approval and budgeting.

3.2.8 The conceptual preferred design is a hybrid treatment system. This system requires a E
retention pond with aeration for iron oxidation and settling, a nitrifying trickling filter 7]

3.2.9 The Estuary Trust was briefed on the current work late in 2025. They were pleased to
see Council looking to improve water quality entering the estuary from the Estuary
Drain. They were particularly interested in the wetland planting.
