Purpose /
Origin of the
Information
Session

The Waitai Coastal-Burwood-Linwood Community Board requested a briefing on the
proposed landscaping plan for the Portlink Container Park. Staff will present the
proposed plan.

The Board has also asked a question about why the consent was issued without a clear
timeframe for landscaping conditions. Staff will respond to this question.

Background

e The resource consent for Portlink Container Park was granted by a
commissioner with conditions that relate to landscaping, earthworks and noise,
a short summary of conditions being as follows -

o Condition 2 requires that all subdivision earthworks must be carried out
in accordance with the conditions of the subdivision consent.

o Conditions 3 and 4 require that landscaping be established in
accordance with the approved landscape plans. A landscape plan must
be submitted for acceptance by
Team.

o Condition 5 requires that the Landscape Approval Team will either
certify the plan or refuse to certify the plan within 10 days of receipt.

o Condition 6 requires that the landscaping is established on site within
the first planting season following DOC permit approval.

e The landscaping has not been completed, and this has been the subject of
questions from Councillors and the community.

e The DOC permit referenced in condition 6 cannot be obtained until Council has
approved the landscape plan.

e To date the Council’s Landscape ap
Landscape plan due to the presence of a bund on the western boundary of the
site. The bund is not part of the approved landscape plan.

e The Landscape approvals team have agreed to approve part of the landscape
plan so the landscaping could be completed in stages, however, the applicant
does not wish to undertake staged landscaping due increased costs.

e The applicant wishes the bund to remain and staff advice is the retention of the
bund requires a variation to the resource consent. The applicant has been
advised of this.

e Council staff are continuing to work with the developer to address outstanding
landscaping.

Item No.: 2
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Key Issues

e Landscaping has not been completed in accordance with the resource consent.

e Thereis no timeframe in the resource consent for landscaping to be completed other

than the following condition:

The proposed landscaping shall be established on site within the first planting
season (extending from 1 April to 31 August) following the DOC permit approval.

e Atime frame was originally imposed for landscaping to be completed but this was
removed by a commissioner after an appeal from the applicant.

Next Steps

e Advice has recently been given to the applicant that it may be possible to retain the

bund, however a s127 variation to the resource consent will be required.

Council will continue to work with the applicant to address the outstanding matters
so landscaping can be established as soon as possible.
