Thalia is my husky. Huskies are notorious escape artists with high prey drive — no matter how well trained, they can't be trusted off-
leash in an unfenced area. Leash aggression is also common in the breed. The nearest fenced dog park is a car ride away — I'd happily
walk or bike to a local one. A fenced park at Linwood Esplanade would let Thalia socialise, run, and exercise freely for the first time.

The Ask

| am requesting that the Board recommend CCC investigates the feasibility of converting part of the
Linwood Esplanade Reserve into a fenced, enclosed dog park - the first dedicated safe off-leash space for
dogs in the inner east.

Context

Christchurch has approximately 45,000 registered dogs - roughly one for every nine people - with 5,000
more than when the rules were last set. The Dog Control Bylaw 2025 (effective 3 November 2025) has
tightened controls: dogs must be leashed on all paths in parks and reserves, new prohibited areas have
been added, and there is a limit of four dogs walked together with only two off-leash at a time. If a dog
can’t reliably respond to recall, it must be leashed.

These are reasonable rules - but they mean dog owners now have fewer places to safely exercise dogs off-
leash. The demand for dedicated, fenced dog parks has increased.

The Gap

According to CCC’s own Spatial Open Data Portal, there are only 6 dedicated dog parks and 3
recommended off-leash areas (unfenced) across the entire city. None of the 6 dedicated parks are in the
inner east. The communities of Linwood, Woolston, Phillipstown, and Waltham have no dedicated dog park
within reasonable walking or cycling distance.

Radley Park in Woolston is classified by CCC as a “recommended off-leash space” - the same category as
Bottle Lake Forest. It has agility equipment but no perimeter fencing, making it unsuitable for dogs that
cannot be trusted off-leash in an open area: puppies, rescue dogs, reactive dogs, and breeds like huskies
with high prey drive.

The Site

The Linwood Esplanade Reserve runs along the Linwood Canal (City Outfall Drain), accessed off Tilford
Street. Itis a large, flat, open grassed area that is currently underutilised - many local residents do not even
know it is CCC-owned reserve land. The site has:

« Partial wire fencing already in place along the canal boundary

* Residential fences on two sides, reducing perimeter fencing costs

* Anon-site utilities terminal for power and water connection

e Sealed pathway providing pedestrian and cycle access

* Flat, open terrain ready for use with minimal earthworks

Current Problems at the Site

Dog walkers already free-run their dogs from the path into the open area. However, there are no dog waste
bins on site. Bagged waste is tied to the drain fence or thrown into planting. Unbagged waste washes into
the Linwood Canal, creating an E. coli contamination risk for the waterway.

The Linwood Corner Church Trust girls’ group, which manages a nature play space along the drain, has
reported the impact of dog waste on their site and is preparing a letter of support for a formalised dog
park. A fenced dog park with dedicated waste bins would manage existing use rather than leaving it
uncontrolled.
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Kainga Preservation Group was established in March 2026 as a vehicle for supporting the Predator
Free Kainga initiative and other community projects that would build community esteem and
resilience. Predator Free Kainga was established in August 2025 to bring together residents keen to
manage the infestation of possums in the area, especially due to our proximity to Chaneys Forest. PF
Kainga was awarded a Predator Free NZ backyard trapping grant in March 2026 - the only group in
Canterbury, and only one of three in the South Island for that funding round.

catchment, spring-fed from the railway line at the entrance to Kainga and joins the Styx near
the outlet to Brooklands Lagoon; access to their trap library for loan traps, bait; loan tools

e Predator Free Spencerville — shared management of traplines in Brooklands Lagoon on
behalf of CCC and Ecan; sharing knowledge and resources.

e Predator Free NZ Trust and Predator Free Waitaha — knowledge-sharing and resources;
access to funding and donations.

e Snap Fitness Kaiapoi — confirmed as headline promoter for working bee on 8 August

e Rymans Richard Hadlee Retirement Village — Menzshed volunteers build trapboxes for PF
